e 1SO 9001:2015 published 15" Sept 2015
e Same date as ISO 14001:2015

e ISO/TC176, ISO/CASCO and IAF have
approved a 3-year transition period

e All organizations are strongly encouraged to
start the transition as soon as possible

e Aim is to avoid “peak” of audits to the new standard
near end of transition period

e Avoid overload of CB resources
